Healthcare in South Phoenix
An Inventory of Health Care Facilities in the Region

The map that follows shows all health care facilities in South 
Phoenix organized by type of facility: behavioral services, eye 
care, medical clinic, dental, pharmacy, specialty and urgent 
care center. It is important to note that South Phoenix does 
not have a hospital within its boundaries. For the purposes 
of this analysis, Vitalyst only explored the area of South 
Phoenix in close proximity to the light rail expansion. The 
area extends north from Baseline Road to Lincoln Street and 
from 19th Avenue to 16th Street. It is assumed that South 
Phoenix residents could take the light rail in combination 
with the bus to get to a facility in a reasonable time. 

Access to Healthcare in South Phoenix
In the 7 mile region there are:

•	 4 urgent cares

•	 2 urgent cares

•	 1 pediatric urgent care

•	 1 psychiatric urgent care

•	 18 medical clinics or health centers that administer  
primary care services for children or adults 

•	 4 pediatric specific facilities 

•	 3 behavioral health care facilities 

•	 2 eye care facilities 

•	 13 dental or orthodontist’s facilities 

•	 9 pharmacies 

•	 13 specialty services

•	 1 neurology

•	 1 plastic surgery and related services (tattoo  
removal, hair removal, body contouring)

•	 1 gastroenterology

•	 1 gynecology

•	 1 oncology

•	 4 chiropractors

•	 1 nutritional support for pregnant women  
or new mothers 

•	 1 podiatry 

•	 1 post acute 

•	 1 auto accident specialty 

In the South Central Neighborhoods Transit Health Impact 
Assessment (SCNTHIA), conducted by The Arizona Alliance 
for Livable Communities and Maricopa County Department 
of Public Health, it is stated that these 62 facilities serve an 
area of approximately 59,000 people.1 Therefore, if every 
person were to attend a primary care facility within their 
region, each facility would need to have a capacity of about 
3,277 people served during the year. Furthermore, the report 
determined that individuals in South Phoenix expressed the 
need more facilities focused on prenatal care, heart disease, 
cancer, diabetes, and respiratory diseases.2  Lastly, as can be 
seen by the map, there is a lack of facilities between the I-17 
and Southern Avenue. 

As the plans for the light rail expansion into South Phoenix move forward, it is important for Vitalyst, 
the City of Phoenix, businesses, community partners, and residents to examine how the light rail 
presents an opportunity to increase access to health care services. As part of this effort, Vitalyst Health 
Foundation created an inventory of health care facilities in the region to identify possible gaps in 
service. As part of this brief, Vitalyst engaged community partners in South Phoenix to determine the 
needs of the residents and learn more about how people currently access health care.

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Often residents cannot or do not go to some of the listed 
facilities for a number of reasons. The factors identified by 
Vitalyst’s community partners are:

•	 Facilities do not serve undocumented individuals, for-
merly incarcerated individuals or other populations 
that may not have insurance or adequate insurance. 

•	 Facilities do not offer payment plans or sliding scales 
for self-paying individuals. 

•	 Facilities overbook or are short-staffed, causing long 
wait times. 

•	 Many facilities have limitedhours of operation, usually 
8am to 5pm, Monday through Friday. 

•	 Lack of awareness of health care facilities in the area in 
part due to a lack of web presence by many facilities. 

•	 Many residents are hesitant to seek out health facilities 
due to health care traumas they experienced or that 
friends/family have experienced. 

•	 Many of the facilities are not culturally relevant or do 
not integrate cultural health practices. 

In addition to traditional ways of receiving health care 
services, many individuals seek their health care needs at 
health fairs held annually or biannually, or in some cases rely 
on internal community knowledge for health care needs.
